Resolution details:
This council recognises the need and desirability of on-street EV points for residents who do not have off-street parking options, and also recognises the urgency at the heart of the Stafford Borough and Stafford County Council Climate Change Emergency Declarations. We recognise that patience is needed with complex projects like this, but nevertheless feel that those involved need to have a sense of urgency. We hereby request the Climate Change and Sustainability Working Group to pursue where and how to place EV charge points within the Parish, seek residents’ support for those locations and implementations, coordinate the process of seeking the necessary approvals and funding from other bodies and authorities, and establish a timetable for completion, ideally before the end of 2022.  We urge and encourage our working group to make best endeavours to secure a plan that achieves this date.
